	As we begin our study this week, we want to first reflect upon the verses we studied previously. We focused on the importance of knowing that Jesus is the Word of life, and He is from the beginning. Through Him we have eternal life and fellowship with the Father. When we have fellowship with the Father and His Son Jesus Christ, we also experience true fellowship with other believers. 3.  Read 2 Corinthians 6:14. How does this verse further your 
     understanding of the great difference between darkness and light?





4.  Meditate (think deeply or carefully, prayerfully about) on the two 
     different walks that John mentions in I John 1:6-7. Ask the Lord to 
     help you walk in the light and not in darkness.

Day 4 – Read I John 1:8-9

1.  In these verses, we see that it is possible to deceive ourselves into
     thinking we have not sinned. We know from Romans 3:23, that “all 
     have sinned.” However, there are still times that we do not call our sin       
     “sin”. Read Jeremiah 17:9, and record what it says about the heart 
     below.





2.  If I cannot know my own heart, then who can know it. Answer from 
     Jeremiah 17:10 and Hebrews 4:12-13. 





3.  Record from I John 1:9, what we are to do with our sin. 


     Why?

Word to Know:	Cleanse (in a moral sense) – free from defilement of 
sin, purity from wickedness, free from guilt of sin 



4.  Read the story of David and Bathsheba in 2 Samuel 11:1 – 12:14.   
     This story gives us an example of sin, self-deception, repentance and 
     restoration. Summarize the events and the result of David’s sin. Also 
     record God’s mercy in this situation. 










5.  Read Psalm 51, and note below the confession of sin and restoration 
     that David experienced. 










6.  End your study today by meditating on the verse below. Make it your 
     prayer to the Lord.

Day 5 – Read I John 1:10


If we say (claim) we have not sinned, we contradict His Word and make Him out to be false and a liar, and His Word is not in us [the divine message of the Gospel is not in our hearts]. 
I John 1:10 Amplified


1.  Read Romans 3:4, and record what it says about God and man. 









2.  It is important for us to confess our sin. If we do not confess our sin 
     and allow the Lord to cleanse us, then His word is not in us. Not only 
     is His word not in us, but we are calling God a liar. What does 
     Numbers 23:19a tell us about God?









3.  Looking back to Day 3 of our study, review 2 Corinthians 6:14. Look 
     this verse up again and read through to verse 17. Can a believer walk 
     in the light and in darkness?










4.  Consider the importance of an undivided heart as you read the 
     following quote:

My soul, search thyself this morning, and see whether thou art guilty of double-dealing. Thou professest to be a follower of Jesus—dost thou truly love him? Is thy heart right with God? Art thou of the family of old Father Honest, or art thou a relative of Mr. By-ends? A name to live is of little value if I be indeed dead in trespasses and sins. To have one foot on the land of truth, and another on the sea of falsehood, will involve a terrible fall and a total ruin. Christ will be all or nothing. God fills the whole universe, and hence there is no room for another god; if, then, he reigns in my heart, there will be no space for another reigning power. Do I rest alone on Jesus crucified, and live alone for him? Is it my desire to do so? Is my heart set upon so doing? If so, blessed be the mighty grace which has led me to salvation; and if not so, O Lord, pardon my sad offence, and unite my heart to fear thy name.
