Day 2:  Read 1 John 2:1-5

1.  In these verses, John clearly states a second purpose for writing this letter. 

     According to 1 John 2:1, what is this reason?

Word to Know:  Sin – to miss the mark, to miss or wander from the path of 

   uprightness or honor, violate the law of God (Strong’s Definition)

2.  John does not encourage us to sin; but he does acknowledge that we will still sin. 

     What does he say we have when we do sin?

3.  The immediate response to sin should be to go to our Advocate – Jesus Christ the 

     Righteous. 1 John 2:2 says, Jesus is the propitiation (atoning sacrifice) for our sin 

     and the sins of the world. Read Psalm 51:2. What did David write about being 

     cleansed from sin?


a. How does John 15:3 tell us we are cleansed?

3.  According to 1 John 2:3, how do we know that we know Him and have been 

     cleansed by Christ?

Word to Know:  Keep – attend to carefully, take care of, guard (Strong’s definition)
4.  In these verses we are assured that if we keep God’s commands and His word, then 

     we know Him. Why is this assurance important in the life of a believer?

5.  Read and print out Hebrews 10:22 below.

Day 3:  Read 1 John 2:6

see these fruits being manifested in your life? Can you give a personal example?

     to walk pleasing to the Lord? What are some practical ways to abide in Him and 

     walk as He walked?

Day 4:  Read 1 John 2:7-11
1.  After exhorting us to abide in Christ and walk as Jesus walked, John now gives 

     practical instructions for godly living. He says that we have received the   

     commandment which was from the beginning. Read Leviticus 19:18 & 34, and 

     Deuteronomy 6:5. According to these verses, what was the commandment?

2.  The new commandment is not different from the old commandment. The command 

     is still to love. Because the true light, Jesus, has now come, the commandment 

     takes on new meaning. Read John 15:10-14 and record what is says is the fruit of 

     Jesus’ love being manifested in our lives.

3.  Following the commandment to love affects our relationship with others. John 

     declares that hatred towards a brother is a mark of walking in darkness and not in 

     light. He also says that because we are in the light there should be no cause for 

     stumbling our brother. If these things are present in our life, then darkness has 

     blinded our eyes (1 John 2:11). Look up the following verses and record the 

     instructions they give us on how to walk in the light and have love for others.

Day 5:  Read 1 John 2:12-14

1.  In 1 John 2:12-14, John addresses three groups of believers. List them below.

2.  Record what is told to each group you listed in the previous question.

3.  These three groups represent three different places of spiritual maturity. Little 

     children refers to new believers, fathers refers to older saints, and young men refers 

     to mature believers. It is clear that there is to be growth in a believer’s life. We are to 

     move from babes in Christ to mature believers. God equips us as we grow to 

     overcome the wicked one and be strong in Him. Read Ephesians 6:10-17. List the 

     some of the ways we are equipped. 

4.  Consider the different believers John addressed in 1 John 2:12-14. What group do 

     you fall into? No matter where you are in your walk with the Lord, we can always 

     grow closer to Him. Is there anything holding you back from drawing nearer to Him? 

     Pray and ask the Lord to remove anything that is hindering you from growing into a 

     mature believer. Remember that we are to be strong in Him, not ourselves.
