Jerusalem? The children gather wood, and the fathers kindle the fire, and the women knead their dough, to make cakes to the queen of heaven, and to pour out drink offerings unto other gods, that they may provoke me to anger. Do they provoke me to anger? saith the LORD: do they not provoke themselves to the confusion of their own faces?

TRADITION - Mary is the mother of God.

BIBLE – [God has no mother. If Mary gave birth to God, she'd be God] 

(Isaiah 43:10) Ye are my witnesses, saith the LORD, and my servant whom I have chosen: that ye may know and believe me, and understand that I am he: before me there was no God formed, neither shall there be after me.

(Micah 5:2) But thou, Bethlehem Ephratah, though thou be little among the thousands of Judah, yet out of thee shall he come forth unto me that is to be ruler [Jesus] in Israel; whose goings forth have been from of old, from everlasting.

TRADITION - Purgatory

BIBLE – [There is no mentioned of Purgatory in the Bible] (Hebrews 9:27) ...it is appointed unto men once to die, but after this the judgment.

TRADITION - Venerating/worshipping images.

BIBLE – [See commandment #2] 

(Exodus 20:4-5) Thou shalt not make unto thee any graven image, or any likeness of any thing that is in heaven above, or that is in the earth beneath, or that is in the water under the earth. Thou shalt not bow down thyself to them, nor serve them: for I the LORD thy God am a jealous God...

TRADITION - The church is founded on Peter.

BIBLE – [Christ is the foundation of the church] (1 Corinthians 3:11) For other foundation can no man lay than that is laid, which is Jesus Christ.

(Matthew 21:42) Jesus saith unto them, Did ye never read in the scriptures, The stone which the builders rejected [Christ], the same is become the head of the corner: this is the Lord's doing, and it is marvellous in our eyes?

TRADITION - Need to confess our sins to a priest, or petitioning others.

BIBLE – [We are to confess our sins and needs to God and Christ]

(I John 1:9) If we confess our sins, he [God] is faithful and just to forgive us our sins, and to cleanse us from all unrighteousness.

(1 Timothy 2:5) For there is one God, and one mediator between God and men, the man Christ Jesus;

(I John 2:1) ...And if any man sin, we have an advocate with the Father, Jesus Christ the righteous.

There are many other traditions that go against scripture, why would you not want to study and find them on your own in an effort to please your Lord and Savoir? Your salvation depends upon it!
One who is deceived would not be deceived if he were aware of the deception.
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Catholic friends, it is not my intention to mock you, or belittle you, only to show you that, what you've been told might not be true, and this could effect your salvation. I dare you to prove any of this wrong!

You shall not commit adultery.

Seventh Commandment

Exo 20:15

You shall not steal.

Eighth Commandment

Exo 20:16

You shall not bear false witness against your neighbor.

Ninth Commandment

Exo 20:17

You shall not covet your neighbor's wife.

Tenth Commandment

Exo 20:17?  

You shall not covet your neighbor's house.

Repeated from above!

Sixth Commandment

Exo 20:13

Thou shalt not kill.

Seventh Commandment

Let’s further examine other Catholic Traditions and compare them to what the Bible has to say about them.

TRADITION - Calling priests father.

BIBLE - (Matthew 23:9) And call no man your father upon the earth: for one is your Father, which is in heaven.

TRADITION - Forbidding the priesthood to marry.

BIBLE - (1 Timothy 4:1-3) Now the Spirit speaketh expressly, that in the latter times some shall depart from the faith, giving heed to seducing spirits, and doctrines of devils; Speaking lies in hypocrisy; having their conscience seared with a hot iron; Forbidding to marry, and commanding to abstain from meats, which God hath created to be received with thanksgiving of them which believe and know the truth. 

[Peter was married] 

(Matthew 8:14) And when Jesus was come into Peter's house, he saw his wife's mother laid, and sick of a fever.

(Mark 1:30) But Simon's wife's mother lay sick of a fever, and anon they tell him of her.

(Luke 4:38) And he arose out of the synagogue, and entered into Simon's house. And Simon's wife's mother was taken with a great fever; and they besought him for her.

TRADITION - Mary never had other children, remaining forever a virgin.

BIBLE - (Matthew 13:55-56) Is not this the carpenter's son? is not his mother called Mary? and his brethren, James, and Joses, and Simon, and Judas?  And his sisters, are they not all with us?

(Mark 6:3) Is not this the carpenter, the son of Mary, the brother of James, and Joses, and of Juda, and Simon? and are not his sisters here with us?

TRADITION - Mary is the queen of heaven.

BIBLE - (Jeremiah 7:17-19) Seest thou not what they do in the cities of Judah and in the streets of
